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Although Enactus is a team-based program, we know that no Enactus team exists on its own. Each 
successful team can count a long list of individuals who have contributed time, energy, and 
creativity to their cause. This is why Enactus Canada has partnered with two foundations to provide 
individuals with the opportunity to earn national recognition.  

Each bursary has its own entry format. All submissions are reviewed, and recipients are selected by 
a panel of judges. All recipients of these individual bursaries will be invited to receive their awards 
and be recognized at the 2024 Enactus Canada National Exposition.
